29If your right eye causes you to sin, 
gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body 
than for your whole body to be thrown into hell.”

Heb12:7Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons. For what son is 
not disciplined by his father? ..... 9 ..... submit to the Father of our spirits and live! 
10 ..... God disciplines us for our good, that we may share in his holiness. 

 

 

Heb5:8Although he was a son*, he learned obedience from what he 
suffered 9and, once made perfect, he became the source of eternal 
salvation for all who obey him .....

Heb2:10In bringing many sons to glory, it was fitting that God ..... 
should make the author of their salvation perfect through suffering. 
11Both the one who makes men holy and those who are made holy 
are of the same family. So Jesus is not ashamed to call them 
brothers. 

  

 

2Tim2:3Endure hardship with us like a good soldier of Christ Jesus. 4No one 
serving as a soldier gets involved in civilian affairs—he wants to please his 
commanding officer. 5Similarly, if anyone competes as an athlete, he does not 
receive the victor's crown unless he competes according to the rules. 

  

  

  

Jam1:21 ..... get rid of all moral filth ..... and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can 
save you. 

 22Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. 

 

 
Mat12:50“For whoever does the will of my Father in heaven is my brother and 
sister and mother.”

 
Luk8:21He replied, “My mother and brothers are those who hear 
God's word and put it into practice.”

 26If anyone considers himself religious and yet does not keep a tight rein on his tongue, he 
deceives himself and his religion is worthless. 

 27Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to look after orphans and 
widows in their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by the world. 

  

  

  

Heb10:35So do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded. 36You need to 
persevere so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive what he has promised. 
37For in just a very little while, 

  “He who is coming will come and will not delay. 
    38But my righteous one will live by faith. 
   And if he shrinks back, 
       I will not be pleased with him.” (Hab 2:3,4) 

  39But we are not of those who shrink back and are destroyed, but of those who believe and are 
saved.

 

 

  

Heb12:1 ..... let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us. 2Let us fix our eyes on 
Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, ..... 

  

  

  

Act15:8“God, who knows the heart, showed that he accepted them by giving the Holy Spirit to 
them, ..... 9 ..... he purified their hearts by faith.” 

  

  

  

Act26:17“ ' ..... I am sending you to them 18to open their eyes and turn them from darkness to 
light, and from the power of Satan to God, so that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a 
place among those who are sanctified1b by faith in me.' ” - Jesus speaking to Paul

 20“First to those in Damascus, then to those in Jerusalem and in all Judea, and to the 
Gentiles also, I preached that they should repent4b and turn to God and prove their 
repentance by their deeds.”

already at the root of the trees, and every tree that does not produce 
good fruit will be cut down and thrown into the fire.” 

  

  

  

Gal2:20“I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. 
The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave 
himself for me.” 

 

 
Rom6:6For we know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be done 
away with,

  that we should no longer be slaves to sin .....

 12Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its evil desires. 

  13Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, as instruments of wickedness,

 but rather offer yourselves to God, as those who have been brought from death to 
life; and offer the parts of your body to him as instruments of righteousness. 

 14For sin shall not be your master, because you are not under law, but under grace.

  

  

Rom6:16Don't you know that when you offer yourselves to someone to obey him as slaves, you 
are slaves to the one whom you obey—whether you are 

  slaves to sin, which leads to death, 

  or to obedience, which leads to righteousness? 

 17But thanks be to God that, though you used to be slaves to sin, you wholeheartedly obeyed the 
form of teaching to which you were entrusted. 

 18You have been set free from sin and have become slaves to righteousness. 

  



  

 19 ..... Just as you used to offer the parts of your body 

 
in slavery to impurity and to ever-increasing wickedness, 

so now offer them in slavery to righteousness leading to holiness. 

 

 ..... 

 
  22But now that you have been set free from sin and have become slaves to God, 

 the benefit you reap leads to holiness, and the result is eternal life. 

 
 23For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

  

Rom7:

 5For when we were controlled by the sinful nature, the sinful 
passions aroused by the law were at work in our bodies, so that we 
bore fruit for death. 

 6But now, by dying to what once bound us, we have been released 
from the law so that we serve in the new way of the Spirit .....

 

Rom8:2 

  ..... through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free 
from the law of sin and death. 

  

 

 3For what the law was powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by 
sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering. And so he condemned sin in 
sinful man, 4in order that

 
the righteous requirements of the law might be fully met in us,  

 
who do not live according to the sinful nature but according to the Spirit.

  

 5Those who live according to the sinful nature have their minds set on what that 
nature desires; 

 but those who live in accordance with the Spirit have their minds set on what the 
Spirit desires. 

6The mind of sinful man is death, 

 but the mind controlled by the Spirit is life and peace; 

  

 7the sinful mind is hostile to God. It does not submit to God's law, nor can it do so. 8Those 
controlled by the sinful nature cannot please God. 

 
 9You, however, are controlled not by the sinful nature but by the Spirit, 

  if the Spirit of God lives in you.

 And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Christ.

  

 
2Cor13:5Examine yourselves to see whether you are in the faith; test 
yourselves. Do you not realize that Christ Jesus is in you—unless, of 
course, you fail the test? ..... 8For we cannot do anything against the 
truth, but only for the truth. ..... 11 ..... Aim for perfection, .....  

  

 

 
Rom2:29No, a man is a Jew if he is one inwardly; and circumcision is circumcision of 
the heart, by the Spirit, ..... 

  

  

 

Tit3:5 ..... He saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy 
Spirit, 6whom he poured out on us generously through Jesus Christ our 
Savior, .....

 

 

 

 13 ..... from the beginning God chose you to be saved through the 
sanctifying1c work of the Spirit and through belief in the truth.  

  

  

  

  

Col1:21Once you were alienated from God and were enemies in your minds because of your evil 
behavior. 22But now he has reconciled you by Christ's physical body through death to present 
you holy in his sight, without blemish and free from accusation— 23if you continue in your 
faith, established and firm, not moved from the hope held out in the gospel. 

 

1Cor15:1Now, brothers, I want to remind you of the gospel I preached to you, which 
you received and on which you have taken your stand. 2By this gospel you are saved, 
if you hold firmly to the word I preached to you. Otherwise, you have believed in 
vain.

 

 

 

 

Col2:9For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form, 10and you have been given 
fullness in Christ, who is the head over every power and authority. 11In him you were also 
circumcised, in the putting off of the sinful nature, not with a circumcision done by the hands of 
men but with the circumcision done by Christ, 12having been buried with him in baptism and 
raised with him through your faith in the power of God, who raised him from the dead.

 

Col3:1Since, then, you have been raised with Christ, set your hearts on things 
above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God. 2Set your minds on things 
above, not on earthly things. ..... 

 5Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to your earthly nature: sexual 
immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which is idolatry. 6Because of 
these, the wrath of God is coming. 7You used to walk in these ways, in the life you 
once lived. 8But now you must rid yourselves of all such things as these: anger, 
rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from your lips. 9Do not lie to each 
other, since you have taken off your old self with its practices 10and have put on 
the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge in the image of its Creator.

 12 ..... clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and 
patience. 13Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have 
against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. 

 
Mat6:14“For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your 
heavenly Father will also forgive you. 15But if you do not forgive 
men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins.” 

 
Mat5:7Blessed are the merciful, 
              for they will be shown mercy.

1The5:15Make sure that nobody pays back wrong for wrong, but 
always try to be kind to each other and to everyone else.

29To this end I labor, struggling with all his energy, which so 
powerfully works in me.

 

  

  

2Cor4:13It is written: “I believed; therefore I have spoken.” (Psa 116:10) With that 
same spirit of faith we also believe and therefore speak, ..... 

  

Mat10:32“Whoever acknowledges me before men, I will also 
acknowledge him before my Father in heaven. 33But whoever 

disowns me before men, I will disown him before my Father in 
heaven.” - Jesus 

  

 
2Tim1:7For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a 
spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline. 

 8So do not be ashamed to testify about our Lord, ..... 
join with me in suffering for the gospel, by the power 
of God, 9who has saved us and called us to a holy life—
not because of anything we have done but because of his 
own purpose and grace. 

 

 

 

 

2Cor5:17Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has 
come! 18All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ ..... 21God made him who 
had no sin to be sin for us [OR, be a sin offering], so that in him we might become the righteousness 
of God.

 

1Cor6:19 ..... your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you ..... 

 
2Cor6:4 ..... as servants of God we commend ourselves in every way: in great 
endurance; in troubles, hardships and distresses; 5in beatings, imprisonments and 
riots; in hard work, sleepless nights and hunger; 6in purity, understanding, patience 
and kindness; in the Holy Spirit and in sincere love; 7in truthful speech and in the 
power of God; with weapons of righteousness in the right hand and in the left; ..... 

 

 
2Cor10:4The weapons we fight with ..... have divine power to 
demolish strongholds. 5We demolish arguments and every 

pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we 
take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.
